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THE STATE OF TEXAS MARRIAGE LICENSE REGULATIONS
Family Code Sec. 2.201 A marriage license is valid for 90 days from the date of issuance.  If the marriage license has not been used before the 91st day after it was issued, the license expires.  The applicants must obtain a new marriage license and repay the fees.

The marriage ceremony may not take place during a 72-hour period immediately
following the issuance of the marriage license, unless an applicant is a member of the armed forces of the United States and is on active duty, or an applicant obtains a written waiver from a judge of a court with jurisdiction in family law cases, a justice of the supreme court, a judge of the court of criminal appeals, a county judge or judge of a court of appeals.

The person who conducts the ceremony shall enter on the license the date and county in which it was performed and his or her name as the person who performed the ceremony, subscribe it and return the license to the county clerk who issued it within 30 days after the ceremony is conducted
